Dear Artisan,

Once again, the Marblehead Festival of Arts is inviting craft persons to exhibit and sell their work
at Artisans’ Marketplace, part of the summer Festival. The Marketplace will be held on the grounds
of historic Abbot Hall, home of the original painting of The Spirit of 76! This major, town–wide
event has been held over the July 4th holiday since 1962. The Marketplace coincides with the ever-
popular Children’s Festival, which draws families who spend the day at Abbot Hall. People are thrilled
to see and purchase high quality merchandise. The hours for this year’s Artisans’ Marketplace will
be from 10:00 am–5:00 pm on Saturday, July 5, and 10 am–4 pm on Sunday, July 6.

Jurying: Each Year we tighten our Jury Process. Please Read Carefully! All Crafters and Artists are in-
vited to apply. Please enclose 4 new photos of your work and one of your booth. You may send us
your website URL to jury from. If you were accepted in previous years, it is not guaranteed that
you will be accepted again. We have limited space and are looking for a wide variety of art. This
year, precedence will be given to local artists (Essex County). They will still be juried, but locals will be
juried first then we will jury again to fill the rest of the show. Each category will be limited! No manu-
factured Items, kits, knitting or bead stringing!! All items must be hand-crafted and the artist must be
present for the show. No representation by others will be allowed. We reserve the right to close down
any artist who does not follow these guidelines.

Setup: 6:30 am–9:30 am. Anyone not checking in by 8:30 is subject to forfeiture of his/her space.

Security: Overnight security will be provided. This service is provided as a deterrent, and artists are
responsible for goods left overnight. This is an outdoor show and will be held rain or shine.

Show Fee: By May 19, we must receive [1] a completed Entry Form, [2] a check made out
to Marblehead Festival of Arts, in the amount of $165.00 ($115.00 for a Non-Tent space),
[3] photos, as mentioned above, and [4] a self-addressed, stamped envelope. The entry fee will be
returned if you are not accepted.

Space: Spaces are 10’ x 10’ exactly. All booth displays, chairs, tablecloths, etc., must be supplied by
the exhibitor. All tables must be covered. Boxes and other packing materials must be stored out of
sight.
